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General Information

The Southwest District Tennessee Senior Olympics is a special event for seniors 50 and older that combines a wide range
of competitive activities. The objectives of the Senior Olympics are to recognize people who have

achieved and maintained good health throughout their lives: promote physical fitness and the pursuit of lifetime

leisure activities: and provide opportunities for fun, recreation and fellowship.

Age category 40-49 will be for District only and will not be eligible for State Competition.

The following counties are included in the Southwest District: Chester, Decatur, Hardeman, Hardin, Haywood,

Henderson, Madison and McNairy.

Age Categories
The Tennessee Senior Olympics age categories are as fol-

lows:

Participants will qualify for age divisions according to
their age as of December 31, 2026. In doubles events,
teams will compete in the division determined by the age

of the youngest team member.
