Participants will qualify for age divisions according to their age
as of December 31,2018.

In doubles events and in team competition, teams will compete
in the division determined by the age of the youngest team
member.

To be eligible for the 2018 state finals, athletes must
participate in a 2017 Fall district event.

District participants will participate and qualify in age
divisions that match the state finals age determination.
Age at the district will be determined by the athlete’s
age as of December 31 of the next calendar year.

Athletes must be 50 years old by
December 31, 2018 to compete in the 2018 state
finals.

Open sports that do not require district qualifications
include archery, cycling, the 5K and 10K road race,
racquetball, and the power and fitness walk. Sports not
offered at your home district are also considered open.
This list is subject to change by our board of directors.
Notification of changes will be via e-mail.
